along the Ribble Way, which then moves away from the river up to the
right, rising up the side of the valley.
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¢ Follow the Ribble Way until you see an isolated Barn. The Ribble Way
passes through a gate about 100 yards before the Barn then proceed left
along the side of the hedge into the distance. Our walk leaves the Ribble
Way at this point and turns sharp right up the field along the side of the
hedge to the Railway fence at the top of the rise.
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e Turn left at the Railway fence and follow it until you meet the bridge
over the Railway. (Spectacular views back over the River Valley at this
point!)

e Cross over the railway, then turn immediately right along the fence by
the railway, turn left along the fence straight ahead (which actually runs
along the side of our land) then follow the fence all the way around the
field back to Home Farm and join the A59.
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e Turn right to follow the A59 for about 200 yards back into Stirk House
drive and grounds.
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
